Parents, policymakers and many others increasingly recognize the importance of the first few years in the life of a child for promoting healthy development 
in many areas including physical, emotional, social, and intellectual growth. Though clearly important, many children face deficiencies in the years leading 
up to school entry caused by lack of access due to life in poverty. These disadvantages can translate into shortfalls in achievement, pro-social behavior, 
and education.   
 

This article addresses the substantial percentage of children who are disadvantaged in terms of resources available for appropriate development. It also 
discusses the percentages of children who live in poverty and who face problems related to low achievement when they begin school, and problems later in 
life that can include greater rates of unemployment and criminality, all which can impede their ability to develop to their fullest potential.
