Standards-Based Science Units for Children of Poverty

Purpose: The purpose of this program is to design standards-based science units that are specifically
designed to meet the needs of children living in poverty, and that are based on the revised Bloom'’s
Taxonomy of educational objectives, incorporate activities and materials that engage students in
learning, and emphasize the alignment of standards/indicators, instruction, and assessment.

Description: Teams of three teachers per grade level (K through 8) will meet in large and small group
sessions to design standards-based science units for children of poverty. A successful model to
facilitate the design of these units has been developed by Dr. Lorin Anderson.

Facilitators: Anderson Research Group (including Dr. Lorin Anderson, Dr. Andrea Keim and/or Dr. Pat
Mohr) will provide the majority of instruction and supervision of the work; FMU science and education
faculty will serve as content and pedagogy reviewers.

District Requirements: Substitutes must be provided to enable participant teachers to attend large
group meetings held during the school day/school year (see schedule below).

Resources Needed from Schools and Districts: 27 teachers (9 grade levels x 3 teachers) will be
needed for the project. Each Partner District should submit at least 2 participant nominees

representing each grade level (K through 8). Please ensure that all nominees are willing to participate if
selected. Individual teachers are encouraged to nominate themselves as participants.
